In addition to the line-haul transportation charge or charges published in tariffs or other instruments whatsoever,
fuel surcharge shown below will be assessed on all traffic from or to stations on the HOS (See Notes 1 and 2):

If the average price of
fuel equals or exceeds: Surcharge will be:

$ 1.00 per gallon $ 8.00 per revenue car
$0.90 per gallon $ 6.00 per revenue car.
$ 0.80 per gallon $ 4.00 per revenue car
$ 0.70 per gallon $ 2.00 per revenue car
If less than $ 0.70 per gallon No surcharge

Note 1 - If the average price of fuel increases above $ 1.10 per gallon, the surcharge will then
increase $ 2.00 per revenue car for every $ 0.10 increase per gallon.

Note 2 - Surcharge will be based on the average of the price of fuel of the preceding month.
For example, the August surcharge will be detemined based on the average July fuel prices.

Surcharge to be paid by the rail user (i.e., receiver or consignee on inbound shipments, and shipper or consignor on
outbound shipments), and to be collected by and accrue solely to the Hoosier Southern Railroad.

This tariff is also applicable on intrastate traffic, except where expressly provided to the contrary.
